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He is Risen! Allelulia! 

Thus it is written, that the Christ should suffer and on the third day rise from the dead, and 

the repentance for the forgiveness of sins should be proclaimed in his name to all nations. 
Luke 24:46 
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Luther once wrote a booklet to answer the question, 
On Whether a Christian Can Be a Soldier? Even though 
the soldier’s job is the business of war, Luther’s answer 
was yes. His answer is rooted in Romans 13, legitimate 
authority, just war, and the vocation of service to one’s 
neighbor. With that in mind, we can ask the question, can 
a Christian also be engaged in the business of espionage? 
Even though a spy’s work at times involves deception and 
war by other means, I believe the answer is yes. 

I grew up in a household that knew clearly that there was 
a Cold War, and that we in the West were the good guys. 
There was never a moment in my young adult years that I 
wasn’t convinced that the West held the moral high 
ground when it came to the clash of worldviews, political 
and economic philosophies. We were the city on the hill to 
which other nations yearned to come. 

adept at local languages, were com-
fortable living in foreign environments, 
and were keen to live for causes great-
er than themselves. They often viewed 
their work with the OSS and later the 
Agency as a continuation of serving 
the people they had been sent to evan-
gelize in the first place.

In the spring of 2022 I stumbled across a book by 
Matthew Sutton entitled Double Crossed about the 
formation of the OSS, the Office of Strategic Services, the 
forerunner of the CIA. It focuses on the work of “Wild” Bill 
Donovan to recruit overseas missionaries to be agents of 
the new OSS. Donovan was asked why he gave special 
attention to the recruitment of missionaries. His answer: 
“What makes a good missionary makes a good spy,” was 
the hook that got me thinking about the intersection 
between espionage and theology. By this statement, 
Donovan meant that overseas missionaries and spies were 

from Jerusalem as his son Absalom 
marches on the city. David flees with his faithful troops 
(largely Gentile!) and leaves in place the high priests, their 
sons, and an old advisor to form a spy ring to feed 
him information on Absalom’s plans and to plant false 
information. They eventually provide the information 
necessary for David’s army to win. Absalom is killed and 
the rebellion put down. 
God is at work in all things for the benefit of those who 
are loved by Him, ala Romans 8:28. He works through 
people in human history, and that includes the work of 
spies who must at times deceive. I believe the Lutheran 
confession of the faith supports the work of spies, and 
thus is a theology for espionage. Our life is hidden in 
Christ, and as such we live by faith in Christ, and in our 
neighbor by good works, serving him in many and various 
ways. I believe that service of neighbor includes God’s 
working even through His servants called spies “to defend 
us against all danger and to guard and protect us from all 
evil.”
