EGL in the Word (The Transfiguration of Our Lord)

Old Testament: Exodus 24:8-18

Isn't the center of the book of Exodus the Exodus? After all, that’s the name of the book! And
yet, when we reduce the entire book of Exodus to just that event, we miss out on a whole lot
more God has to reveal to us. Here in Exodus 24, we see that God redeems Israel so that they
might be His people and live in communion with Him! Chapters 19-24 of Exodus focus on the
covenant God makes with His people at Mt. Sinai, a covenant that is officially ratified in chapter
24. Blood is thrown on the people as a sign of the sealing of this covenant and representation
from Israel’s leadership ascend Mt. Sinai to dine with God. It is this moment that connects
Exodus with the transfiguration: “...they beheld God, and ate and drank” (Ex 24:11). Wait, they
saw God? How did they not die? After all, God says no one shall see Him and live! (Ex 33:20).
And yet, just as Peter, James, and John saw Jesus on the mountain and did not die, so Israel’s
leaders see some form of God in his splendor, though not in its fullness. This moment on Mt.
Sinai, as in our gospel, points us ahead to that day when our redeemed, resurrected, sinless
bodies shall see our God face to face (1 Cor 13:12).

Epistle: 2 Peter 1:16-21

If only we could have been there, right? To see Jesus in this mysterious exalted state? We can
only imagine what the experience must have been like for Peter, James, and John. Our verses
from 2 Peter come in a context of Peter defending the authenticity of his message. His defense?
He was there. He saw it with his own eyes. He’s not making this up (1:16). He saw Jesus in his
exaltation. He heard the voice borne from heaven: “This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well
pleased.” He was there, “on the holy mountain” (1:17-18). As he interprets this event for us,
Peter actually applies it to us. We weren't there like he was. We didn't see Jesus walk on the
earth like he did. And yet, we get to experience the revealing of Jesus just as much as Peter,
James, and John did through the “prophetic word more fully confirmed,” the words of the Old
Testament that all find their fulfillment in Jesus (1:19). These words aren’t made up by man but
are inspired by the Holy Spirit (1:20-21). And, in true Epiphany fashion, Peter points us to that
Word as a “lamp shining in a dark place,” a Word we do well to heed until that final day.

Gospel: Matthew 17:1-9

The transfiguration points us both backward and forward. The referent “after six days” in verse 1
likely points us back to the conclusion of chapter 16 and the bold confession of Peter: “You are
the Christ, the Son of the living God” (16:16). This is shortly followed by Jesus’ first prediction of
his passion (16:21), a pivotal turning point in Matthew’s gospel, and Peter’s rebuking of that
prediction: “Far be it from you, Lord!” (16:22). The cross is a major stumbling block for Jesus’
followers. And, exhibiting true pastoral care, Jesus gives his disciples a vision of the future. Jesus
will conquer! Jesus will reign! He continues to be the Father’s beloved Son, with whom He is well
pleased, the same words we hear at Jesus’ baptism (3:13-17). And, because of this, they need
not fear (17:7). But the cross must come first. They don't stay on that mountain. They come
down and actually keep this event a secret until the resurrection (17:9). It's at that point that the
transfiguration will make sense, pointing Peter and the others to the fulfillment of all the
Scriptures in the death and resurrection of the exalted One (just as Peter says in our epistle!).



Questions for Reflection This Week

Monday: What is a situation in your life right now that makes you want to have a mountaintop
experience like Peter, James, and John did?

Tuesday: When you experience the valleys of this life (as opposed to the mountaintop), who or
what do you turn to for comfort and relief? Why?

Wednesday: Come to one of our Ash Wednesday services to hear the Word of individual
absolution placed upon you. This is a way Jesus gives us a mountaintop experience!

Thursday: What habits do you have set in place for personal and family devotion? Ponder a time
of day you can set aside to develop these habits.
