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In the Small Passion Albrecht Diirer devotes three woodcuts to the Scriptural accounts of Easter day enabling us, with our own
eyes, to see holy events as if they are happening right now. He places you, me, and himself as participants in salvation’s narrative
as he draws us into the resurrection of Christ.

Albrecht Diirer’s first Easter woodcut proclaims the glorious power of Christ’s resurrection, while the second (above) shows the
earthy humanity of our risen Savior. The distinctive “AD” monogram lies flat on the ground inviting you to kneel in worship with
the Renaissance artist. “This charming print is probably the most recognized and loved of all of the woodcuts in Albrecht
Diirer’s Small Passion. It is early on Easter morning. The sun’s first rays illumine the Risen Lord as Mary Magdalene kneels before
Him. Dressed as a gardener, Christ’s resurrection ushers in the new creation. He holds a shovel over His shoulder; the work is
done. The sin in the Garden of Eden has been paid for on the cross by the Second Adam. He is the obedient, perfect Gardener.”

‘ From Youwr Pastor

Right now I'm looking out the window of a plane at 30,000
feet, admiring God’s handiwork in another beautiful sunset.
I never tire of the observation that, no matter how cloudy and
dismal the weather might be below the clouds, it's always
sunny and beautiful above them. This month I have a
few thoughts for you regarding money. The Scriptures have
much to say about money, even from the lips of our Lord
Jesus Christ.

“Store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where moth
and rust do not destroy, and where thieves do not break in and
steal. For where your treasure is, there your heart will be
also.” (Matthew 6:20-21)

“If you have not been trustworthy with someone else’s proper-
ty, who will give you property of your own? No servant can
serve two masters. Either he will hate the one and love the
other, or he will be devoted the one and despise the other. You
cannot serve both God and Money.” (Luke 16:11-13)

Each year when it comes time to draft a budget for the Voters
it's easy to fall into the pattern of thinking, we just need to
give a little more to meet our aspirational goals of paying our
workers and keeping the lights on. I suppose there's a place
for that, but such a comment is not borne from a heart rooted
in the Gospel. In reality the stewardship of our finances is
at the center of Christian discipleship, not because we/the
Church need more money but because the spirit of every
Christian longs to give some tangible expression of apprecia-
tion to the God who created us and then redeemed us in the
blood of His only begotten Son.

The Law of God not only points out our sin and keeps us from
being as bad as we want to be, but it also teaches us what
God's perfect and unchanging will is for us as His dearly loved
creatures. And the Spirit of the living God in every one of us
gives expression to our deepest longings as children of God.
Psalm 119:32 says that you and I “run in the path of His

commands because He has set our hearts
free.” Even when the Law convicts us, we
know it's right, and in truth we long to do
those things He has prepared in advance for
us to do, including the grace of giving.

And one of those things is the stewardship of
our finances. Stewardship, not ownership. All
of His gifts to us are on loan, as it were,
given for us to invest wisely. The Bible invites and commands
us to “to excel at the gift of giving.” Yes, looking at our check-
books and credit card statements can be a helpful, law
diagnostic of what our souls delight in, but rather than guilting
you right now, consider what the Triune God has already done
for you and the future promises He stands behind.

We'll let Luther remind us from the Small Catechism. God has
given me my body and soul, my eyes, ears, and all my
members, my reason and all my senses, and still takes care of
them. All this He does only out of Fatherly divine goodness
and mercy, apart from any merit or worthiness in me. Christ
has redeemed me a lost and condemned person not with gold
and silver but with His holy, precious blood and innocent
suffering and death. So that I may be His own and live under
Him in His kingdom and serve Him in everlasting righteous-
ness, innocence and blessedness. Because I couldn't believe in
that sort of gracious God by my own reason or strength, the
Holy Spirit has called me by the Gospel and enlightened me
with His gifts. And it is through that Gospel that the Holy Spirit
then calls men and women into discipleship from all nations.

That's the identity and the mission of the Christian
church. The faithful Christian is filled with gratitude for such
love and longs to be a part of bringing others into fellowship
with such a gracious God. So, when God asks you to give
cheerfully and generously, it is not first and foremost to meet
a budget goal; it's to pull you into an ever deeper discipleship
and joy.

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Hidden risks in ‘sugar-free’ sweetener

Erythritol is a sugar alcohol common in “low-cal,”
“keto” and “diabetes-friendly” products and often
blended with stevia or monk fruit. It can cause
digestive upset and has been linked in some studies to
higher risks of heart attack and stroke. Xylitol may pose
similar concerns.

Where it hides: sugar-free ice cream, candies, gums,
cookies, protein bars, fruit spreads and energy drinks.
Check ingredient lists for erythritol or sugar alcohols.

Smarter swaps: favor whole foods; if you want
sweetness, try liquid stevia without erythritol or
small amounts of table sugar, honey or maple syrup, if
tolerated.
