become in him a spring of water welling up to eternal life.” 15The woman said to him, “Sir, give 

me this water, so that I will not be thirsty or have to come here to draw water.” 
 
16Jesus said to her, “Go, call your husband, and come here.” 17The woman answered him, “I have 
no husband.” Jesus said to her, “You are right in saying, ‘I have no husband’; 18for you have had 

five husbands, and the one you now have is not your husband. What you have said is true.” 
19The woman said to him, “Sir, I perceive that you are a prophet. 20Our fathers worshiped on this 

mountain, but you say that in Jerusalem is the place where people ought to worship.” 21Jesus 

said to her, “Woman, believe me, the hour is coming when neither on this mountain nor in 
Jerusalem will you worship the Father. 22You worship what you do not know; we worship what 

we know, for salvation is from the Jews. 23But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the 
true worshipers will worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people 

to worship him. 24God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship in spirit and truth.” 
25The woman said to him, “I know that Messiah is coming (he who is called Christ). When he 
comes, he will tell us all things.” 26Jesus said to her, “I who speak to you am he.” 

 
27Just then his disciples came back. They marveled that he was talking with a woman, but no one 

said, “What do you seek?” or, “Why are you talking with her?” 28So the woman left her water jar 

and went away into town and said to the people, 29“Come, see a man who told me all that I ever 
did. Can this be the Christ?” 30They went out of the town and were coming to him. 31Meanwhile 

the disciples were urging him, saying, “Rabbi, eat.” 32But he said to them, “I have food to eat 
that you do not know about.” 33So the disciples said to one another, “Has anyone brought him 

something to eat?” 34Jesus said to them, “My food is to do the will of him who sent me and to 
accomplish his work. 35Do you not say, ‘There are yet four months, then comes the harvest’? 

Look, I tell you, lift up your eyes, and see that the fields are white for harvest. 36Already the one 

who reaps is receiving wages and gathering fruit for eternal life, so that sower and reaper may 
rejoice together. 37For here the saying holds true, ‘One sows and another reaps.’ 38I sent you to 

reap that for which you did not labor. Others have labored, and you have entered into their 



labor.” 39Many Samaritans from that town believed in him because of the woman’s testimony, 
“He told me all that I ever did.” 40So when the Samaritans came to him, they asked him to stay 

with them, and he stayed there two days. 41And many more believed because of his word. 42They 
said to the woman, “It is no longer because of what you said that we believe, for we have heard 

for ourselves, and we know that this is indeed the Savior of the world.”

EGL in the Word (Third Sunday in Lent) 
 

Old Testament: Exodus 17:1-7 
We enter into the first moments of Israel’s time in the wilderness, a time that will lead to 

faithlessness, punishment, and this generation of God’s people being barred from the Promised 

Land (see Numbers 14:20-22). At this point, Israel has just left Egypt (see Exodus 14-15) and 
immediately the grumbling begins. The people grumble against Moses when no water is to be 

found (Exodus 15:22-27), then against Moses and Aaron when no food is to be found (Exodus 
16), and at both junctures, God both provides for their needs and warns against their lack of 

trust. All of Israel’s grumblings point us back to the Red Sea and the nation’s concern as Egypt 
approaches: “...it would have been better for us to serve the Egyptians than to die in the 

wilderness” (Ex 14:12b). Just as God delivered His people through the sea, so He provides water, 

food, and water once again here at Rephidim through his servant Moses. As often happens in the 
OT, we see this location renamed to remember this event with words meaning “testing” and 

“striving,” referencing the ending question: “Is the LORD among us or not?” (17:7).  
 

Epistle: Romans 5:1-8 

We’ve been spending lots of time in Romans the last few weeks! As we looked at Romans 5:12-
19 on the First Sunday in Lent and the significant differences between Adam and Jesus, so we 

see the foundation of those verses here. “Therefore” assumes everything that’s come before, 
namely, the overall argument of the first four chapters of salvation by faith, not by works of the 

law. What does all this mean? “We have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ” (5:1). It 
is finished, Jesus says on his cross. We have peace because Jesus has made peace between the 

Father and His dear children! And now? We get to stand by faith in the presence of God (5:2). 

We have hope even in our sufferings (5:3-5). And in moments of struggle and sin, we have a 
peace-making Lord who died for us even “while we were still sinners” (5:6-8). 

 
New Testament: John 4:5-26 

Last week, we spent some time with Nicodemus. This week, we switch our focus to Samaria and 

a particular woman at a well in Samaria. Samaria was the capital of the northern kingdom of 
Israel in the period of the Divided Kingdom (930-722 BC). Of significance to this text were the 

respective worship sites of each kingdom, Israel’s quickly becoming a source of idolatry and 
contention. There was bitter animosity between Jews and Samaritans in Jesus’ day as a result of 

this history (Jews saw Samaritans as unclean and illegitimate), so it’s immensely significant that 

Jesus is talking with this woman at all. We don’t know this woman’s heart or what exactly is 
implied by her five husbands (to what extent this woman was sinning and/or being sinned 

against is a question scholars debate) but Jesus knows all this. And it’s to this woman that Jesus 
speaks of living water (4:7-15), drawing on the well to develop this imagery of living water that 

never runs out and springs to eternity (see also John 7:37-38). The conversation then shifts to 
worship (4:16-24), where Jesus promises a uniting of worship in the temple of his body, through 

whom members of that body (the Church) will worship him all over the world in “spirit and truth” 

(4:24). The reading ends with Jesus explicitly calling himself the Messiah, a confession that leads 
to widespread proclamation in Sychar and a remarkable confession of faith by the people in the 

city: “...we know that this is indeed the Savior of the world” (4:42). 



Questions for Reflection This Week 
 

Monday: Take a few moments to think back to the day you were baptized. If you don’t 
remember it, do you have any artifacts from it (e.g., pictures, a baptismal shell or candle, cards, 

etc.)? Look through these things for a few minutes today. 

 
Tuesday: Jesus invites the Samaritan woman to fix her eyes on him, the giver of living water. 

What does it look like for you to fix your eyes on Jesus in your daily/weekly routines? 
 

Wednesday: What situations during the week make it easy to take your eyes off Jesus and his 
cross for you? What is a habit or practice you can incorporate in those situations to help you 

adjust your gaze? 

 
Thursday: A result of a toddler splashing in a bathtub is the water hits other people (and 

renders glasses utterly useless!). The Samaritan woman gives us a beautiful example of how 
splashing in the living water she was given led to other people coming to confess Jesus as the 

Savior. Who is someone in your life that needs to be brought to know Jesus as the Savior? How 

can you “splash” in your baptism for them, pointing them to the One who has saved you? 
 

Friday: As we draw nearer to our Lord’s cross this season of Lent, read Romans 6:1-11. How 
does our baptism relate to our Lord’s suffering, death, and resurrection in those verses? How 

does our baptism play a significant role in every single day of our lives?
